When we disobey God’s word, we will disappoint God.
o Acts.5:29:29 Peter and the other apostles replied: “We must obey God rather than
human beings!
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o Ephesians 2:2:2 in which you used to live when you followed the ways of this
world and of the ruler of the kingdom of the air, the spirit who is now at work in
those who are disobedient.
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o Joshua 5:6:6 The Israelites had moved about in the wilderness forty years until all
the men who were of military age when they left Egypt had died, since they had
not obeyed the Lord. For the Lord had sworn to them that they would not see

the land he had solemnly promised their ancestors to give us, a land flowing with
milk and honey.
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When we disbelieve God’s word, we will disappoint God.
o 1 Corinthians.1:21:21 For since in the wisdom of God the world through its
wisdom did not know him, God was pleased through the foolishness of what was
preached to save those who believe.
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o Matthew 24:37-39: 37 As it was in the days of Noah, so it will be at the coming
of the Son of Man. 38 For in the days before the flood, people were eating and
drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, up to the day Noah entered the ark;

39 and they knew nothing about what would happen until the flood came and
took them all away. That is how it will be at the coming of the Son of Man.
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o Luke 1:19-20: 19 The angel said to him, “I am Gabriel. I stand in the presence of
God, and I have been sent to speak to you and to tell you this good news. 20 And
now you will be silent and not able to speak until the day this happens, because
you did not believe my words, which will come true at their appointed time.”
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When we are in disunity, we will disappoint God.
o John 13:35: 35 By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love
one another.”
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» Psalm.133:1How good and pleasant it is when God’s people live together in unity!
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o 1 Corinthians 1:10-11:10 I appeal to you, brothers and sisters,[a] in the name of

our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree with one another in what you say and
that there be no divisions among you, but that you be perfectly united in mind



and thought. 11 My brothers and sisters, some from Chloe’s household have
informed me that there are quarrels among you.
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When we discord God’s timing, we will disappoint God.

Romans 16:17:17 I urge you, brothers and sisters, to watch out for those who
cause divisions and put obstacles in your way that are contrary to the teaching you
have learned. Keep away from them.
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Psalm.31:14-15:But I trust in you, Lord; I say, “You are my God.” 15 My times

are in your hands; deliver me from the hands of my enemies, from those who
pursue me.
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Jonah.1:3: 3 But Jonah ran away from the Lord and headed for Tarshish. He went

down to Joppa, where he found a ship bound for that port. After paying the fare,
he went aboard and sailed for Tarshish to flee from the Lord.

o Jeremiah 29:32; 32 this is what the Lord says: I will surely punish Shemaiah the
Nehelamite and his descendants. He will have no one left among this people, nor
will he see the good things I will do for my people, declares the Lord, because he
has preached rebellion against me.””
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o 2 Thessalonians 3:1-2:As for other matters, brothers and sisters, pray for us that
the message of the Lord may spread rapidly and be honored, just as it was with
you. 2 And pray that we may be delivered from wicked and evil people, for not
everyone has faith.
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o Numbers 22:32:32 The angel of the Lord asked him, “Why have you beaten your

donkey these three times? I have come here to oppose you because your path is a
reckless one before me.
