  To many, Christ becomes irrelevant: John.6:60-66:60 Therefore many of 
His disciples, when they heard this, said, “This is a [m]hard saying; who 
can understand it?”61 When Jesus knew in Himself that His disciples 
[n]complained about this, He said to them, “Does this [o]offend you? 
62 What then if you should see the Son of Man ascend where He was 
before? 63 It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh profits nothing. The 
words that I speak to you are spirit, and they are life. 64 But there are some 
of you who do not believe.” For Jesus knew from the beginning who they 
were who did not believe, and who would betray Him. 65 And He said, 
“Therefore I have said to you that no one can come to Me unless it has 



 

 

been granted to him by My Father.”66 From that time many of His 
disciples went [p]back and walked with Him no more.

3. The Proclamation of the Cross of Christ is focused on 

Christ’s Victory 
  Colossians.2:13-15:13 And you, being dead in your trespasses and the 

uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with Him, 

having forgiven you all trespasses, 14 having wiped out the 

[i]handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary 

to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. 

15 Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made a public 

spectacle of them, triumphing over them in it.

 2 Corinthians.5:18-21:18 Now all things are of God, who has reconciled 

us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of 

reconciliation, 19 that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to 

Himself, not [d]imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to 

us the word of reconciliation.20 Now then, we are ambassadors for 

Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we implore you on 

Christ’s behalf, be reconciled to God. 21 For He made Him who knew 

no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God 

in Him.

I preached to you, which also you received and in which you stand, 2 by 
which also you are saved, if you hold fast that word which I preached to 
you—unless you believed in vain.3 For I delivered to you first of all that 
which I also received: that Christ died for our sins according to the 
Scriptures, 4 and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day 
according to the Scripture, 5 and that He was seen by [a]Cephas, then by 
the twelve.
